Help Prevent Animal Cruelty. Education and better legislation are the leading weapons against animal cruelty. Make a difference and teach your community to be animal heroes. 
· Prepare a display, presentation or video on one of the following topics.

· Choose Adoption: Show why adopting a pet is a better than buying one from the pet store. 

· Importance of Pet Identification: Educate your peers on the value of pet identification. 

· How to Have Fun with Your Pet: Educate others on where pets are welcome – and where they’re not. You can also share information on the Hawaiian Humane Society’s Paws on Path program. 

· Become an Advocate:  Show how a collection of voices can change laws and protect animals. Display recent legislative changes. Present initiatives still in the works. 
· Pet Emergency Preparedness: Give tips on how to keep pets safe during a natural disaster.

· Responsible Pet Ownership on Oahu: Encourage pet owners to learn as much as they can about their pet’s needs and laws relating to animals. The Hawaiian Humane Society’s You & Your Pet brochure has great information to help you begin. 
· Pet Overpopulation: Make Rice Krispie treats for your classmates and educate them on the importance of pet sterilization. Inform them that one unspayed female cat and her unsterilized offspring can produce 420,000 cats in seven years. That’s equivalent to 6 large boxes of Rice Krispies! 
· Collect and distribute free pet food to families in need. Promote your facility as a drop-off point or utilize the current drop-offs at PETCO Kapolei and Pearl City, and the Hawaiian Humane Society in Moiliili.

· Join our Animal Advocates Team and help make Hawaii a better place for people and animals. Send an e-mail to hhs@hawaiianhumane.org with “Sign me up to be an animal advocate” in the subject line.
· Plan a rally: Identify a message and plan a rally. Get lots of other youth to participate in your rally for higher impact. Efforts include collaborating with your neighborhood board and law enforcement agencies. 

Help Us Care for Animals. Find loving homes for shelter animals and provide healthy environments & engaging activities for those waiting to be adopted. 
· Sort and stack newspapers and other donated items.
· Be a shelter greeter. Escort and welcome shelter visitors.
· Pass out newsletters or upcoming event fliers throughout our neighborhood.

· Write an article about cat or dog who has been in our shelter for awhile and get it published.

· Take photos of animals available for adoption outside of their pens and post them on Facebook or Craigslist. Previous scheduling required.
· Pack food for foster animals.

· Review the many items in the “Help Provide” section for more animal care ideas.

Help Provide. The Hawaiian Humane Society receives no financial assistance from any outside organization and depends on community charity to operate. Help provide for the mission with one of these projects:
· Collect, sort and open newspapers for small animal cages and other uses. 

· Seek donations of Milk-Bone dog biscuits, lei netting, air-tight containers and curling ribbon. Assemble dog biscuit leis. Directions will be provided. 
· Organize a fabric and collar drive, then sew bandanas for foster animals. Directions will be provided.
· Seek donations of Feline Greenies and empty paper towel & toilet paper rolls. Create puzzles for cats. Directions will be provided.
· Get donations of fleece fabric and create homemade braid toys for dogs.
· Seek dog treat and zip lock sandwich plastic bags donations. Cut up treats and pack.
· Sew quilts for the Cat House.

· Organize a Kong drive.
