Service Learning Project Ideas

There are many ways to help the Hawaiian Humane Society, Oahu’s animals and our community. Here are just a few ideas that you or your group can do. Please contact Bonnie Osaki if you decide to do any of these or if you have new ideas to add to this list!

· Food drive and distribution: Youth will plan, promote, collect and distribute free pet food to families in need. Promote your facility as a drop-off point or utilize the current drop-offs at PETCO Kapolei and Pearl City, and the Hawaiian Humane Society in Moiliili.

· Importance of Identification: Youth will educate the community on the importance of pet identification. Youth can plan a Bolt movie night. 

· Cat Overpopulation Awareness: Youth share information on the impact of cat overpopulation. Youth will learn /share why there are so many feral cats and what the community can do about it. 

· Raising funds:  Raise cash Hawaiian Humane Society! The society is fully funded by charitable donations. Host animal biscuit bake sales, mini-carnival, talent or costume contest, movie night or even recycling bottles and cans! 
· Write and produce a PSA: Create a public service announcement or commercial featuring the Hawaiian Humane Society and ways to make our island a more humane place to live for every living creature. Whether you create a radio, television or web message, your words can speak for the animals!

· Plan a rally: Identify a message and plan a rally. Get lots of other youth to participate in your rally for higher impact. Efforts include collaborating with your neighborhood board and law enforcement agencies. 

· Support the Hawaiian Humane Society in its advocacy efforts: Help the society improve and strengthen laws that protect animals. 
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
